1. PERMANENT LE GAL ASSISTANCE CAMP IN MALDA

To tender support to the people in distress is 

one of the important goal of the society. It 

was observed that the inmates of Malda 

Correctional Home are not getting adequate 

services from the authority as per prescribed 

right. With the endeavor of the society and 

the active co-operation of the District Legal 

Services Authority, Malda the Society and 

another organization from Kolkata 

RESURRECTION jointly has opened a 

Permanent Legal Assistance Camp outside 

the Malda Correctional Home but within 

the premises of the Correctional Home. Sri Deepto Ghosh, WBJS, the Secretary, District Legal 

Services Authority, Malda inaugurated the camp and Ms Indrani Chaudhuri, coordinator of the 

society is appointed by the D.L.S.A. as Para Legal Volunteer to tender services to the family 

members of the inmates of the home. 

This camp remains open from Monday to Saturday every week from 08:00 hrs to 14:00 hrs. From 

this camp Legal advice is given to the family members of the inmates of the correctional home and 

arrangement of interview with the inmates and their family members is done in a fair way. It was 

our main objective to stop the malpractice of asking money for the interview with the inmates and 

we are very much successful in this regard.  

The AIG & DIG of West Bengal Correctional Home Services have visited our Legal Assistance Camp 

and they have expressed their satisfaction and said that that Malda is the only place in West Bengal 

where the legal support and arrangement of interview are provided to the people in a fair way. 

We also provide free Lawyer for the poor inmates of the Correctional Home from the D.L.S.A 

through this camp. In an average from this camp every day we tender services to 80 people and 

for the excellent work Ms Indrani Chaudhuri has selected as Best P.L.V. of the district in the year
